Finance Update

B |n September, our general fund income
was about 7,300 underneath our
expenses.

B Since July 1, our income has been about 29,000 under budget;
we have managed expenses, but still have a shortfall of about
14,200.

B |n past years, we have accumulated a surplus of about 18,900;
we have about 4,700 of that remaining at the end of September.

B We also keep track of cash that has been dedicated for specific
ministries; we have about 17,200 in dedicated accounts other
than land.

B We also have about 7,200 in dedicated accounts held for the
land - giving us a total of about 29,100 in cash.

B We also have about 17,600 in a CD for the land; giving us total
cash-type assets of about 46,700.

B Asfar as the land, the mortgage balance is about 188,000 with
about 25,000 in assets offsetting that (cash & CD); net of about
163,000.

B Big Picture: We are paying down the land a little at a time but
our weekly giving is behind and not meeting expenses for the
general basics (rent, insurance, ministry cost, salaries, etc.)
Please pray about your part in helping here. Also, consider New
Hope in your end of the year giving. It’s an eternal investment.

New Hope owns 25 acres of land along Skogman Lake just off of
Hwy 95 one mile east of Menards. It's fun, beautiful, usable and
close to town. We hope to get out and play on it this winter with
some all-church activities. Right now it is corny...full of corn.
